At Tyson Hill Farm we grow over 30 varieties of each peaches, plums, and  grapes plus ollalieberries, boysenberries, blackberries, nectarines, pluots, pomegranates, 5 varieties of persimmons, quince, loquats, feijoa, flowers and herbs, tomatoes (24 varieties this year!), and more – lots of great flavors. We plan our crops so that our family can do the farm work ourselves; growing food we love to eat!

For nearly 60 years we’ve been growing the soil here on Blossom Road near Waterford. Cover crops, also known as green manures, are one of the cornerstones of ecologically sensible agriculture: clovers, vetches, our endemic lupine, beans & peas, oats, rye, oilseed radish, etc.   Our Hanford loam, some of the best farming soil in the world, is enriched annually with cover crops and tons of organic compost. Cover crops provide outstanding benefits for the soil – and the fruit and vegetables that grow in it. Healthy soil grows healthy food.
